fighting system. 

Fundamentally speaking, the Koryukan 

style draws upon the meanings, phi-

losophies and disciplines of ancient 

knowledge in the development of its 

theories and science as practiced in 

the martial arts.  
 

Knowledge stands at the core of 

Koryukan teachings, and the method 

of application, unique to the Koryukan 

style, brings combat techniques to life.
